SS Science students: 5 credits including English Language, Mathematics, Chemistry, Physics and any
of the following subjects: Biology; Geography; Economics; Further Maths; Technical Drawing; Agricultural
Science; Food and Nutrition and Visual Art.

JS students: 7 credits including English Language and Mathematics.

The minimum credit pass is 50% and the school has a standard policy on this. Parents/Guardians are
advised to take note of these requirements and encourage their children/wards to study to achieve
academic excellence.
